Global supply deal fails to jolt oil
market as crisis weighs on prices

SoftBank blamed the loss
on a “deteriorating market en-
vironment” that undercut the
wvaluations of the Vision Fund’'s
portfolio companies. The

Japanese company into an ex-
pected operating loss of $12
billion and net loss of $7 bil-
lion for the year ended March
31, SoftBank said Monday,
adding that the results could
change as figures are finalized.

The collapse of returns is
one of the biggest blows vet for
the Vision Fund as well as its
charismatic creator, SoftBank
Chief Executive Masayoshi Son.

SoftBank shares are down
nearly 30% over the past year.

The vast majority of
skilled nursing facilities bat-
tling outbreaks of the novel
coronavirus in Los Angeles
County have been cited inre-
cent years for violating fed-
eral safety rules on prevent-
inginfections, accordingtoa
Times analysis ol nursing
home data.

The newspaper’s review
found that 899% of facilities
with the coronavirus had
previous infection control
violations that ranged from

mishandling patients with
highly contagious bacterial
infections to not properly
cleaning ventilators and
other equipment.

The data raise new ques-
tions about how prepared
nursing homes and regula-
tors were to deal with the
pandemic.

Long-term care facilities
have become the epicenter
of coronavirus throughout
the nation. Their concentra-
tion of elderly people with
underlying health problems
makes them exceptionally
vulnerable to outbreaks.

In California, the virus

had ‘kened more than
1,200 resldents and staff in
nursing homes as of Friday.
As of Monday afternoon,
209% of the 320 people in Los
Angeles County who had
died trom COVID-19, the dis-
ease caused by the virus,
were residents of nursing
homes, county officials said.
Even the most highly
rated homes can fall prey to
the virus, which can be
spread by asymptomatic
carriers who appear to be
perfectly healthy. The Life
Care Center in Kirkland,
Wash., had a five-star rating

WASHINGTON Re-
peatedly declaring his au-
Lhorily over states is “Lotal,”
President Trump let. loose a
tirade of grievances and ac-
cusations Monday even as
governors on both coasts
made clear they weren’t fol-
lowing White House cues
and began making plans to
ease restrictions to the co-
ronavirus pandemic on a re-
gional basis.

After a weekend fuming
and tweeting about what he
saw as negative news cov-
erage, Trump staged one of
the strangest yet of his near
nightly White House brief-
ings, angrily claiming he had
been “brutalized” by the me-
dia and playing a White
Iouse-produced campaign-
style reel of selecLively edited
video clips of officials effu-
sively praising his efforts.

The often-testy briefing
underscored the dissonance
between beleaguered state
and local officials and medi-
cal authorities on the front
lines ofa public health catas-
trophe and a president in
the throes of a legacy-defin-
ing crisis who continues to
use a prism of unwavering
self-regard, insisting that he
“calls the shots” even as he
scapegoated others — espe-
cially the media — for any
problems or delays.

“¥ou're so disgraceful,”
he told a CBS News reporter
who questioned him about
his early actions. “You know
you're a fake, you know
that.”

Trump peppered his
comments with inaccurate
claims, insisting that “no-
body™ had asked for ventila-
tors, although numerous
governors had repeatedly re-
quested them in the month
since he declared a national
emergency.

Everything we did was
right,” Trump said. “Gover-
nors should have had venti-
lators, they chose not to have
