In a System ‘With No Shock Absorbers,”
Basic Needs Are Suddenly at Risk

By PATRICIA COHEN

An indelible image from the
Great Depression features a well-
dressed family seated with their
dog in a comfy car, smiling down
from an oversize billboard on
weary souls standing in line at a
relief agency. “World’s highest
standard of living,” the billboard
boasts, followed by a tagline:
“There’s no way like the American
Way.”

The economic shutdown caused
by the coronavirus pandemic has
suddenly hurled the country back
to that dislocating moment cap-
tured in 1937 by the photographer
Margaret Bourke-White. In the
updated 2020 version, lines of cars
stretch for miles to pick up grocer-
ies from a food pantry; jobless
workers spend days trying to file
for unemployment benefits; rent-
ers and homeowners plead with
landlords and mortgage bankers
for extensions; and outside hospi-
tals, ill patients line up overnight
to wait for virus testing.

In an economy that has been
hailed for its record-shattering
successes, the most basic necessi-
ties — food, shelter and medical
care — are all suddenly at risk.

The latest crisis has played out
in sobering economic data and
bleak headlines — most recently
on Thursday, when the Labor De-
partment said 5.2 million workers
filed last week for unemployment
benefits.

That brought the four-week to-
tal to 22 million, roughly the net
number of jobs created in a nine-
and-a-half-year  stretch  that
ended with the pandemic’s arriv-
al.

Certainly, the outbreak and at-
tempts to curb it have created new
hardships. But perhaps more sig-
nificantly, the crisis has revealed
profound, longstanding vulnera-
bilities in the economic system.

“We built an economy with no
shock absorbers, said Joseph

Well before the coronavirus es-
tablished a foothold, the American
economy had been playing out on
a split sereen.

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Jobless-Claims Tsunami Tops
22 Million for a Single Month

WASHINGTON—More than
22 million workers have
sought unemployment benefits
during a month of coronawi-
rus-related shutdowns, a re-
cord-shattering total that re-
flects a broad shock for the
U.S. labor market.

Some 5.2 million people
filed for unemployment bene-
fits last week, the Labor De-
partment said Thursday, add-
ing to three prior weeks in
which millions of people filed
for jobless claims. Since mid-
March, about 13% of the labor
force has sought jobless assis-
tance, far outpacing any prior

four-week stretch on record.

Last week’s total decreased
from figures that approached 7
million in the prior two weeks,
suggesting the wave of work-
ers filing for benefits has
passed its pea

“Claims are now falling,
having peaked...two weeks
ago,” said Ian Shepherdson,
economist at Pantheon Macro-
economics. “But the weekly
level is still almost unfathom-
ably high.” Google search data
for “file for unemployment”
suggest claims will fall again
this week, he said.

Before the pandemic, the
largest number of workers to
ask for unemployvment benefits
in a four-week stretch was 2.7

million, or 2.4% of the labor
force, in the fall of 1982.

Trump’s
Plan to

Puts Onus
On States

WASHINGTON —President
Trump outlined new federal
guidelines for opening up the
country that will put the onus
on governors to decide how to
restart the economies in their
states amid mounting fallout
from the coronavirus outbreak.

The new guidelines come as
lawmakers and business lead-
ers press the administration to
expand virus testing and days
after Mr. Trump said he—not
governors—was the final arbi-
ter on when to reopen.

“America wants to be open
and Americans want to be
open,” Mr. Trump said at the
White House on Thursday,
adding later, “We must have a
working economy and we want

to get it back very, very
guickly.™
The new guidelines, for-

mally known as Opening Up
America Again, outline a
three-phase process based on
the scope of the outbreak in
individual states.

“We are not opening all at
once, but one careful step at a
time,” he said.

The guidelines don’t sug-
gest specific reopening dates;
they instead encourage states
to base their decisions on
data. The White House’s plan
says states should move to the
first phase of reopening after
exhibiting a downward trend
of documented cases or posi-
tive tests over a two-week pe-
riod. States could move onto
the other stages after showing
cases aren’t surging.

Under the Ffirst phase,
movie theaters, restaurants,
sports venues, places of wor-
ship, gyms and other venues
could open with strict social-
distancing guidelines in place,
though bars would stay closed.

China GDP
Falls 6.8%,

First Drop
On Record

BELJING—China’s economy
plummeted 6.8% in the first
three months of the year com-
pared with a year earlier, the
country’s first such drop since
Beijing began reporting quar-
terly gross domestic product in
1992.

The sharp contraction in the
world’s second-largest economy
offers a foreshadowing of the
pain expected in the U.S. and
around the world as the coro-
navirus pandemic shuts bor-
ders, halts business activity and
cripples =lobal supply chains.

China’s year-over-year pull-
back, reported Friday, follows a
6.0% gain in the last three
months of 2019, but is better
than the 8.3% decline predicted
by a median of forecasts from
15 economists polled by The
Wall Street Journal.

Compared with the previous
quarter, China’s GDP contracted
by 9.8%.

The underlying picture of-
fered some signs of recovery af-
ter the economy reached a na-
dir in February, though the
numbers underscored the weak-
ness of consumer spending.

China’s urban jobless rate,
which has for yvears remained
largely static around 5% de-
spite the ups and downs of the
economy., was at an elevated
5.9% at the end of March, after
a 6.2% reading in February—a
record high.

Claiming that the worst of
the coronavirus outbreak
has passed, President
Trump outlined a broad
road map Thursday for each
state to begin phasing out
restrictions that have forced
tens of millions of Americans
to stay home for weeks, dev-
astating the nation’s econo-
my.

The new guidelines call
for a staggered approach
over coming weeks and
months, but don’t set a date
or a deadline.

Instead, sauthorities in
each state — not the federal
government — will decide
when it's safe to reopen
shops, schools, restaurants,
movie theaters, sporting
arenas and other facilities

that were shuttered to slow
the spread of the deadly
virus.

“We are not opening up
all at once, but one eareful
step at a time,” Trump said
at a White House briefing.
“Some states will be able
open up sooner than oth-
ers.”

The guidance was re-
leased on a day the U.S.
death toll surpassed 33.000
— more than half as many
Americans as were killed in
the entire Vietnam War —
and an alarming new Labor
Department report showed
more than 22 million people
had filed for unemployment
in the last month.

The plan marked a clear
reversal for Trump, who had
repeatedly vowed a swift re-
start to the economy — with
“a bang,” as he put it — and
insisted he could overrule
governors.

He instead bowed to pub-
lic health experts who
warned that moving too
quickly — especially without
the widespread testing that
the government has strug-

Even as the growth of co-
ronavirus cases appears to
be slowing in California, the
numbers of dead reached
new highs this week with the
toll being particularly grim
in Los Angeles County.
Coronavirus-linked  fa-
talities hit another one-day
high in Los Angeles County
on Thursday as health offi-
cials confirmed 52 additional
deaths for a total of 457. It

marked the third straight
day the county has seen a
record numberofdeaths, ac-
cording to the county’s tally.

Although the co-
ronavirus crisis began in the
Bay Area, Los Angeles
County now accounts for an
outsized number of deaths.

The county represents a
quarter of California’s popu-
lation but has been the site
of almost half of the deaths
due to COVID-19. a Times
data analysis found. The
five-county Southern Cali-
fornia region accounts for
roughly 60% of the deaths in
California due to the co-
ronavirus, even though it
makes up just 48% of Califor-
nia’s population.

Those numbers led to
California recording its
worst one-day death total on
Wednesday, at 101 reported
fatalities.
