Where 17 Bodies Piled Up

Troubled Facility in Western New Jersey
Struggled Even Before Contagion

When the coronavirus outbreak
hit one of the largest and most
troubled nursing homes in the
Northeast, coughing and feverish
residents were segregated into a
wing known as South 2.

But the virus kept finding frail
and older residents, and one cul-
prit became clear: The workers
themselves were likely spreading
it as they moved between rooms

MOSCOW — Nearly as big as
California but served by only a
handful of mostly decrepit Soviet-
era hospitals, the remote northern
Russian region of Komi is a coro-
navirus petri dish for the horrors
lying in wait for the world’s largest
country.

Mr. Andreev said the police offi-
cer who led the interrogation
mainly wanted to know about a
comment the media director had

out of the bag so “why waste time
and energy on this?" he asked.

The police intervention was
carried out at the behest of Komi's
health minister, who was fired last
week for his mishandling of the
pandemic. It highlights one of
Russia’s biggest obstacles as it
struggles to control the spread of
the virus in its vast and often ram-
shackle hinterland: a lumbering
bureaucratic machine geared first
and foremost to protecting offi
cials, even after they lose thei
jobs, not safeguarding the public
or its health.

Short Selling Reaches New Heights

By Karen LANGLEY

Short sellers have revived
their wagers against the stock
market in recent weeks, taking
their most aggressive posi-
tions in years.

Bets against the bigzest ex-
change-traded fund tracking
the S&P 500 rose to a total of
$68.1 billion last week, the
highest level in data that go
back to January 2016, accord-
ing to financial-analytics com-
pany S3 Partners. That was up
from a $41.7 billion bet against

the SPDR S&P 500 Trust at the
beginning of 2020 and $41.2
billion a year ago.

Short sellers borrow shares
and sell them, hoping to re-
purchase them at lower prices
and keep the difference as
profit. Among the individual
companies they have targeted
in recent weeks are travel-re-
lated firms, including Carnival
Corp., Royal Caribbean Cruises
Ltd., Marriott Intermational
Inc. and Wynn Resorts Ltd.

Those bets come during a
wild year for investors who

are struggling to reconcile the
impact of the coronavirus pan-
demic on the population and
economy. The S&P 500 suf-
fered its fastest drop from a
record to a bear market in his-
tory—ultimately falling 34%
between Feb. 19 and March 23.
Its 28% rebound since then
has also been brisk, leaving
some investors anxious about

Fight Over

Sayving L.A. is ‘under
attack’” amid outbreak,
Garcetti plans major
cuts and furloughs.

Mayor Eric Garcetti
warned Sunday that the
economic downturn facing
Los Angeles will be more
painful than the 2008 reces-
sion, requiring cuts to gov-
ernment programs and the
furlough of thousands of city
employees.

In a remarkable State of
the City address, one that
comes five weeks into the
shutdown of many busi-
nesses, government build-
ings and other facilities,
Grarcetti declared that the
city is “under attack” from
the coronavirus and the
economic ral.lout that has
come wit

“I've never before hesi-
tated to assure you that our
cityis strong.” he said. “But I
won’t say those words
tonight. Our city is under at-
tack. Our daily life is unrec-
ognizable.

“We are bowed and we are
worn down. We are grieving
our dead.” the mayor contin-
ued. choking back tears.
“But we are not broken.”™

The mayor’'s remarks
represented a jarring brealk
from previous State of the
City speeches, when he of-
fered overwhelmingly uplift-
ing messages. In this year's
address, Garcetti offered a
series of grim signposts
about the city's immediate
future: joblessness, a col-
lapse in hotel reservations
and a 85% drop in passenger
air travel — all products of
the coronavirus outbreak.

The city has already bor-
rowed $70 million from spe-
cial funds while responding
to the health crisis. To bal-
ance the city budget, civilian
city workers will need to take
off 26 unpaid days — the
equivalent of a 10% reduc-
tion in pay, the mayor said.

“From a fiscal perspec-
tive, this is the worst it’s ever
been,” he declared.

So far, the city’s political
leaders sounded open to the
reductions being sought by
Garcetti.

Councilman Mike Bonin
said that, considering the
extent of the economic ca-
lamity facing the region, he
was relieved that the mayor
was not announeing layoffs.
Counecilman Gil Cedillo de-
scribed furloughs as the best
inaseries of bad choices, but

Heed the lessons of 1918

When the Spanish flu hit California, two major cities
took disparate paths. [.os Angeles shut down early.

Trump administration and

The bulk of the money is
aimed at helping small-busi-
ness owners, many of them
pushed to collapse by the
weeks-long shutdown of
bars, restaurants, shops and
other businesses in much of
the country.

The package would also
earmark $25 billion for co-
ronavirus testing, which has
become a major point of con-
tention between President
Trump and the nation’s gov-
ernors, and $75 billion for be-
leaguered hospitals, Treas-
ury Secretary Steven T.
Mnuchin said Sunday.

After negotiations over
the weekend with Mnuchin,
House Speaker Nancy Pelosi
(D-San Francisco) and Sen-
ate Minority Leader Charles
E. Schumer (D-N.¥.) both
agreed that a deal was close.

The Senate could vote
as soon as Monday, and
House members were told
the chamber could meet
Wednesday for a recorded
vote.
