Of Green Cards

Backs Off His Broader
Ban on Work Visas

WASHINGTON — President
Trump said on Tuesday that he
would order a temporary halt in
issuing green cards to prevent
people from immigrating to the
United States, but he backed away
from plans to suspend guest
worker programs after business
groups exploded in anger at the
threat of losing access to foreign
labor.

Mr. Trump, whose administra-
tion has faced intense criticism in
recent months for his handling of
the coronavirus crisis, abruptly
sought to change the subject Tues-
day night by resuming his assault
on immigration, which animated
his 2016 campaign and became
one of the defining issues of his
presidency.

Ile cast his decision to “suspend
immigration,” which he first an-
nounced on Twitter Monday
night, as a move to protect Ameri-
can jobs. But it comes as the
United States economy sheds its
work force at a record rate and
when few employers are reaching
out for workers at home or
abroad. Morc than 22 million
Americans have lost their jobs in
the economic devastation caused
by the virus and efforts to contain
it.

Mr. Trump said that his order
‘would initially be in effect for 60
days, but that he might extend it
“based on economic conditions at
the time.”

“We can do that at a little bit dif-
ferent time if we want,” he said of a
second executive order that could
further restrict immigration.

While numerous studies have
concluded that immigration has
an overall positive effect on the
American work force and wages
for workers, Mr. Trump ignored
that rescarch on Tuesday, insist-
ing that American citizens who
have lost their jobs in recent
weeks should not have o compete
with foreigners when the econ-
omy reopens.

“By pausing immigration, we
will help put unemployed Ameri-
cans first in line for jobs as Amer-
ica reopens. So important,” the
president said. “It would be wrong
and unjust for Americans laid off
by the virus to be replaced with
new immigrant labor flown in
from abroad. We must firsrt take
care of the American worker.”

Lawyers at the Justice Depart-
ment were still studying whether
the president had the legal author-
ity to unilaterally suspend the is-
suance of green cards, an order
that caught officials at the De-
fense Department and the De-
partment of Homeland Security
off guard, according to people
‘with knowledge of the announce-
ment.

The decision not to block guest
worker programs — which pro-
vide specific visas for technology
workers, farm laborers and others
— is a concession to business
groups, which assailed the White
House on Tuesday. Jason Oxman,
the president of the Information
Technology Industry Council, a
trade group, said in a statement
earlier in the day that “the United

Democrats Win Concessions, Including
on Testing, in $484 Billion Plan

WASHINGTON — The Senate
approved a $484 billion coro-
navirus relief package on Tuesday
that would rcvive a depleted loan
program for distressed small busi-
nesses and provide funds for hos-
pitals and coronavirus Lesling,
breaking a partisan impasse over

the latest infusion of federal
money to address the public
health and economic crisis

brought on by the pandemic.

The measure was the product of
an intense round of negotiations
berween Demaocrats and the
Trump administration that un-
folded as the small-business loan
program created by the $2.2 tril-
lion stimulus law quickly ran out
of funding, collapsing under a glut

of applications from desperate
companies struggling to stay
afloat.

But it was only a fraction of the
amount of money that Congress
will most likely consider in the
weeks to come, as lawmakers con-
template spending another $1 tril-
lion or more on yet another
sweeping government response
to the pandemic, and Democrats
vow to revisit items that the ad-
ministration and Republicans in-
sisted on leaving aside for a future
bill.

At the insistence of Demacrats,
the measure would provide $25
billion for testing and a mandate
that the Trump administration es-
tablish a national strategy to help
states and localities, which are re-
quired to outline their own plans
for testing. It is a step that public
health experts and governors
have said will be crucial to allow-
ing states and sectors of the econ-
omy to safely reopen in the weeks
and months to come, although

economists and health re-
searchers say the funding is a
fraction of what will ultimately be
necessary to deploy the kind of
testing and tracing that will be
needed to restart large amounts of
activity by the summer.

T'hat provision — which the
White House and Republican
leaders had initially resisted
was one of a host of concessions
that Democrats won during more

The resulting deal would bring
to $2.7 trillion the amount of fed-
eral aid that Congress has ap-
proved in the past six weeks — in-
cluding jobless aid, direct pay-
ments to individuals, a corporate
bailout and other help for
strapped businesses in an un-
precedented effort to respond to
the p ic and the i
chaos it has wrought.

'I’m Just Living a Nightmare’:
U.S. Oil Industry Grinds to Halt

HOUSTON — Workers at Mara-
thon Petroleum’s refinery in
Gallup, N.M., are turning off the
wvalves. Oil companies in West
Texas are paying early termina-
tion fees to contract employees
rather than drill new wells. And in
Montana, producers are shutting
down wells and slashing salaries
and benefits.

Just a few months ago, the
American oil industry was tri-
umphantinits quest for energy in-
dependence, having turned the
United States into the world’s big-
gest petroleum producer for the
first e in decades. But that ex-
hilaration has given way to de-
spair as the coronavirus has
kneecapped the economy, de-
stroying demand for gasoline,
diesel and jet fuel as cars sit
parked in driveways and planes
are consigned to remote fields and
runways.

The oil industry has lived
rhrough many booms and busts,

but never before have prices col-
lapsed as they have this week. On
Monday, one closely watched
price fell below zero, meaning
some traders had to pay others to
take crude oil off their hands. That
price — for May delivery — recov-
ered on Tuesday, but not nearly to
levels where oil companies can
make a profit. At the same time,
the price of oil for June delivery
fell by about half to roughly $10 a
barrel.

“I’m just living a nightmare,”
said Ben Sheppard, president of
the Permian Basin Petroleum As-
sociation, which represents com-
panies in the area of Texas and
New Mexico that became the
world’s most productive oil field
last year.

The Senate passed a $484 bil-
lion deal Tuesday to replenish a
small-business loan program
that’s been overrun by demand
and to devote more money to
hospitals and coronavirus test-
ing. President Trump said he
would sign it into law.

The legislation, which came
together over days of intense ne-
go(muon that followed a bitter
partisan standoff, would increase
funding for the Paycheck Protec-
tion Program by $310 billion. It
would oSt a separate
small-business emergency grant
and loan program by $60 billion
and direct $75 billion to hospitals
and $25 billion to a new coronavi-
rus testing program.

he House is expected to ap-
prove the measure Thursday.

The Paycheck Protection Pro-
gram was designed to help firms
with fewer than 500 workers, but
a number of larger companies
found ways to obtain the funds in
the past two weeks, leading to
bipartisan outrage. Treasury Sec-
retary Steven Mnuchin said Tues-
day that larger firms would now
be blocked from using the pro-
gram, and Trump called on some
big companies that had already
obtained taxpayer-backed loans
to return the money.

The new legislation comes on
top of a $2 wrillion coronavirus
rescue law that Congress passed
late last month and increases the
government commitment to
fighting the pandemic to close to
$3 trillion. That dwarfs by far any
other federal intervention of its
kind and underscores the depth
of the economic blight befalling
the nation and the scramble by

Kentucky and Rhode Island might
look similar on paper. They've
done comparable numbers of di-
agnostic tests and lost similar
numbers of residents to the dis-
ease.

Kentucky has more than four
times Rhode Island’s population.
meaning it has tested 0.7 percent
of its residents, compared with
Rhode Islands 3.7 percent, the
highest per capita testing level in
the United States.

The difference suggests Rhode
Island probably has a better sense
of the virus’s spread throughout
the state, making it better pre-
pared to curb it.

Global oil markets remained under
intense pressure yesterday after Brent
crude dropped below $20 per barrel for
the first time in 18 years and other
major benchmarks tumbled.

The international oil marker slipped as
low as $15.10 before recovering slightly
to trade around $19.90 by mid-morning
in New York.

The fall suggests traders see noimme-
diate let-up in the collapse in crude
demand that sent some US oil bench-
marks plunging below zero for the first
time on Monday, leaving producers pay-
ing for buyers to take their oil away.

The severe drop in demand coincides
with levels of US production remaining
robust despite storage tanks being just.

weeks away from reaching capacity.

“The car is speeding up and market
forces will inflict further pain until
either we hit rock bottom, or Covid
clears,” said Michael Tran, commodity
strategistat RBC Capital Markets.

Coronavirus has sent the oil sector
into a state of crisis, with lockdowns and
travel bans slashing global demand by
asmuch as a third this month from pre-
crisislevels.

Contracts for the US benchmark West
Texas Intermediate for delivery next
month tumbled tominus $40 a barrel at
the start of the week, marking the first
timeit had fallen into negative territory.

Netflix Inc. ended the first
guarter with nearly 16 million
new subscribers as people
stuck at home due to the coro-
navirus pandemic are increas-
ingly turning to streaming ser-
vices to entertain themselves.

The 15.8 million net cus-
tomer additions were more
than double what the stream-
ing giant had forecast—a
breakneck pace of growth the
company said was unlikely to
continue. Netflix now has
182.9 million subscribers
world-wide.

“Like other home entertain-
ment services, we’re seeing
temporarily higher viewing
and increased membership
growth,” Netflix said in its let-
ter to shareholders, noting
that much of that growth
came in March when shelter-
at-home orders began.

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Branson Fights to Save
Travel, Tourism Empire

LONDON—Two months ago,
Richard Branson launched the
Scarlet Lady, the first cruise
ship in a globe-spanning travel
and tourism empire bearing his
Virgin Group brand.

Normally, workers from
poorer parts of the EU, par-
ticularly Central and Eastern
Europe, would take many of
these jobs.

Now, with many borders
closed because of the corona-
virus pandemic, many in
Western Europe are rethink-
ing the dependence on distant
pools of labor—and are trying
to spur an interest in farm
work among people closer to
home.

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For 24 years, Gabe Scuderi
had a job, not a purpose.

That changed one afternoon
last month when he returned
home from the Lysol factory
where he works to find his
daughter waiting for him. She
had been watching news cov-
erage of the coronavirus pan-
demic and told him that by
manufacturing disinfectant

spray, he was “literally helping
to save the entire world right
now.”

Mr. Scuderi, a 54-year-old
Italian immigrant, remembers
the moment in sharp defini-
tion: “It's the first time 1 felt
this isn’t only a job.

The explosive spread of the
coronavirus has transformed

Urban creatures coming out to play

As we’re squirreled away at home, animals are reclaiming their turf

Naturalist Gerry Hans
stood in the middle of a
lonely road in Griffith Park
on Saturday, inhaled deeply
though his face mask and
admired the natural sights
and sounds of an odd
serene landscape that typi-
cally draws thousands of
visitors each weekend
