Secretive Panel Guides Policy

LONDON — As the British gov-
ernment comes under mounting
criticism for its response to the co-

Critics say the delay
may have worsened a death toll
now surging past 20,000, and they
fault the government for leaving
people in the dark about why it
first chose this riskier path.

‘With all the secrecy, even some
of Britain’s top scientists say they
don’t know whether they can trust
the government’s approach.

Delays in Paying Benefits Add Hardships
That Could Hamper a Recovery

Nearly a month after Washing-
ton rushed through an emergency
package to aid jobless Americans,
millions of laid-off workers have
still not been able to apply for
those benefits — let alone receive
them — because of overwhelmed
stale unemployment systems.

Across the country, states have
frantically scrambled to handle a
flood of applications and apply a
new set of federal rules even as
more and more people line up for
help. On Thursday, the Labor De-
partment reported that another
4.4 million people filed initial un-
employment claims last week,
bringing the five-week total to
more than 26 million.

“At all levels, it’s eye-watering
numbers,” Torsten Slok, chief in-
ternational economist at
Deutsche Bank Securities, said.
Nearly one in six American work-
ers has lost a job in recent weeks.

Delays in delivering benefits,
though, are as troubling as the
sheer magnitude of the figures, he
said. Such problems not only cre-
ate immediate hardships, but also
affect the shape of the recovery
when the pandemic eases.

Laid-off workers need money
quickly so that they can continue
to pay rent and credit card bills
and buy groceries. If they can’t,

Tried Isolation

‘When Robert Rowe Jr. was dis-
charged from the hos
month after testing positive for
the coronavirus, he needed a
place to stay so he would not put
his 84-year-old father at risk. New
York City health officials put him
up at a three-star hotel in Mid-
town Manhattan.

The room was pravided under a
city program that was intended to
protect recovering patients’ fam-
ilies and roommates. Case work-
ers are supposed to check on the
patients twice a day by telephone.

But on Saturday, Mr. Rowe, 56,
was found dead in his room at the
Hilton Garden Inn on West 37th
Street, nearly 20 hours after a city
worker last phoned him, though it
was unclear whether he picked

up.

Two other men sent to the same
hotel — Julio Melendez, 42, and
Sung Mo Ping, 64 — also died last
weekend, and a fourth man in the
program died early this month at
a Queens hotel.

The deaths exposed holes in the
way the city monitors isolated pa-
tients and underscored the diffi-
culty in containing the outbreak in
New York City: how to keep peo-
ple who have been infected or ex-
posed to the coronavirus from
passing it on.

“This was his city, and it failed
him,” Mr. Rowe’s sister, Andrea
Rowe Crittenden, said. “New York
failed him.”

Borrowing from the experi-
ences of some Asian cities, health
officials in New York have made
isolating infected peaple, espe-
cially those who live in cramped
homes and homeless shelters, a
critical part of their plan to com-
bat the virus.

Since the three deaths at the
Hilton Garden Inn, Mayor Bill de
Blasio has stepped up efforts to

New York City
Seen Having
1in 5 Infected

One of every five New York City
residents tested positive for anti-
bodies to the coronavirus, accord-
ing to precliminary results de-
scribed by Gov. Andrew M.
Cuomo on Thursday that sug-
gested that the virus had spread
far more widely than known.

If the pattern holds, the results
from random testing of 3,000 peo-
ple raised the tantalizing prospect
that many New Yorkers — as
many as 2.7 million, the governor
said — who never knew they had
been infected had already encoun-
tered the virus, and survived. Mr.
Cuomo also said that such wide in-
fection might mean that the death
rate was far lower than believed.

‘While the reliability of some
early antibody tests has been
widely questioned, researchers in
New York have worked in recent
weeks to develop and validate
their own antibody tests, with fed-
eral approval. State officials be-
lieve that accurate antibody test-
ing is scen as a critical tool to help
determine when and how to begin
restarting rthe economy, and send-
ing people back to work.

Amazon Tapped Sellers” Data
To Launch Competing Products

Employees consulted sales information to create private-label goods

Amazon.com Inc. employees have used
data about independent sellers on the com-
pany’s platform to develop competing prod-
ucts, a practice at odds with the company’s

stated policies.

The online retailing giant has long as-
serted, including to Congress, that when it
makes and sells its own products, it doesn’t
use information it collects from the site’s in-
dividual third-party sellers—data those sell-

ers view as proprietary.

Yet interviews with more than 20 former
employees of Amazon’s private-label busi-
ness and documents reviewed by The Wall
Street Journal reveal that employees did just
that. Such information can help Amazon de-
cide how to price an item, which features to
copy or whether to enter a product segment
based on its earning potential, according to

ees who participated in it.

In one instance, Amazon employees ac-
cessed documents and data about a bestselling
car-trunk organizer sold by a third-party ven-
dor. The information included total sales, how

much the vendor paid Amazon for marketing

and shipping, and how much Amazon made on
each sale. Amazon’s private-label arm later in-
troduced its own car-trunk organizers.

“Like other retailers, we look at sales and
store data to provide our customers with the

best possible experience,” Amazon said in a

people familiar with the practice, including a

written statement. “However, we strictly pro-
hibit our employees from using nonpublic,
seller-specific data to determine which pri-
wvate label products to launch.”

Amazon said employees using such data
to inform private-label decisions in the way
the Journal described would violate its poli-
cies, and that the company has launched an

SACRAMENTO — State
agencies — and ultimately
California taxpayers — are
paying steep prices for cov-
eted masks that protect
against the spread of the
novel coronavirus as suppli-
ers and middlemen cash in
on the global shortage of
medical equipment, accord-
ing to a Times review of hun-
dreds of state contracting
records.

State officials are paying
more than 300% oflist prices
as they navigate a market-
place rife with fraud and
price gouging in search of
millions of masks for health-
care workers, inmates and
government, employees
deemed essential.

Last week, state trans-
portation officials bought
more than 1,400 masks at
$12.74 each in what was de-
sceribed as an  emergency
purchase to ensure that

road and maintenance
workers were protected
against the virus. The masks
are N95 respirators made by
the giant U.S. manufacturer
3M, according to the seller
and purchase orders re-
viewed by The Times.

3M said it has not
changed its prices, and the

More nursing home cases
expected as testing widens

As the novel coronavirus
continues its destructive
spread through nursing
homes, Brier Oak on Sunset,
a low-slung brick building
next Lo a pizza parlor in
Hollywood, has earned a sad
distinction — it hasreported
nearly twice as many cases
as the next biggest outbreak
in Los Angeles County.

But that’s at least in part

because Brier Oak tested

Half-trillion-dollar
package focuses on
smaller businesses
hurt by the pandemic,
with funding for a
national testing plan,
overworked hospitals.

WASHINGTON — With
unemployment claims top-
ping 26 million in the last five
weeks due to the corona-
virus pandemic, the House
voted Thursday to approve
an additional half-trillion
dollars in federal relief to re-
plenish a depleted small-
business loan program and
provide money for hospitals
and testing.

The bill includes $310 bil-
lion for the Paycheck Protec-
tion Program, which offers
forgivable loans to small
businesses that keep work-
ers on the payroll during the
economic shutdown caused
by the pandemic.

The program exhausted
its original $349 billion last
week, but efforts to immedi-
ately boost funding stalled
as Democrats and Republ
ecans bickered over what else
to include. An agreement
was reached early Tuesday
and the Senate passed it by
voice vote that day.

With approval by the
House by a vole of 388 Lo 5,
with one member voting pre-
sent, the measure heads to
President Trump, who has
vowed to sign it. “This bill
helps small businesses keep
millions of workers on the
payroll,” he said.

With the latest bill, Con
gress will have approved
more than $2.5 trillion to as-
sist Americans, shuttered
businesses, hospitals, vac-
cine researchers and others
fighling the pandemic. And
discussions are already
underway about what more
needs to be done. The House
and Senate are scheduled to
return to work May 4.

Thursday’s bill included
$75 billion in emergency
funding for hospitals and
$25 billion to increase test-
ing and contact tracing. It
also requires the Trump ad-
ministration to create a na-
tional testing plan, a move
medical experts say is nece
sary before state govern-
ments allow businesses to
resume activity. It orders
states and the federal gov-
ernment to collect demo-
graphic data on those who
have fallen ill.
